President Moore thanked Dr. Cormier and the Senate for the excellent cooperation in the completion of the 
COUGAR document and stated that the Board would arrange for discussion of this at some time during the summer. 

Student Representative 

Mr. Bottonari submitted written reports including one concerning the status of the survey of recreational 
facilities and committee activities and these will be placed in the official Board files.  He introduced the 
newly elected Assistant Student Representative, Mark Kerns, sophomore in the College of Arts and Sciences. 
He described the presentation of the slide show on the need for recreational facilities to the students and 
the results of the questionnaire sent to students concerning the proposed concept of an indoor recreational 
facility.  Responses indicated 94 percent of the respondents were favorable to this facility and petitions in 
support of this project, with signatures of 7,238 students, faculty and staff, were handed to the Chairman of 
the Board. 
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Capital Improvements 

The Office of the University Architect submitted a written report of the status of projects and this will 
be placed in the official trustee files. 

Final Enrollment - Spring Quarter 1975 

The final enrollment report prepared in the Office of Resource Planning, with comparable figures for the 
Spring Quarter of 1974, was submitted and will be placed in the official trustee files.

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Additionally, President Moore reported as follows: 

STATEMENT OF STATE AUDITOR RECOMMENDATIONS ON PUBLIC SERVICE CENTERS 

During the past week, a UPI news story in the local media noted that we had received a recommendation 
from the Office of the Auditor of State, as a result of the standard examination covering July 1, 1973, 
through June 30, 1974, that we take steps to bring the accounting records of public service activities 
operating under "color of the University" fully within the University's financial reporting system by 
July 1, 1975.  In that release, reference was made specifically to the Management Center, Inc., a non-profit 
corporation providing various programs, seminars, and services primarily by our faculty aimed at meeting 
the organizational and developmental needs of corporate, public, and health care executives and managers 
in the region. 

Regrettably, this story and the Auditor's opinion totally ignored the advice and approval already 
granted by Mr. Homer Kuenzli, the University's previous resident examiner from the State Auditor's Office, 
of our efforts to arrange for full financial disclosure of the Center through an externally prepared, 
annual audit of public service centers along with a formal contract stipulating the conditions, benefits, 
and constraints to the proposed relationships.  I underscore that the Auditor in no way, directly or 
indirectly, suggested any improprieties whatsoever in the financial status of the Centers nor in any 
other activities of the University, but the very nature of the news story provided unwarranted specula- 
tion about such matters in some quarters. 

Nonetheless, in light of the recent communication from the State Auditor, and through the cooperation 
and advice of the new resident examiner assigned to BGSU, Mr. Ober Simon, we are taking steps to meet 
fully the financial reporting recommendations for the Management Center, Inc., the Center for the Study 
of Popular Culture, The Philosopher's Index, Popular Music and Sociology, and The Journal of Popular Film. 

I know I speak for the Board in being justly proud of the noteworthy achievements and degree of 
accountability of these Centers in serving the region well, and we will continue to do all that we can 
to insure continued visibility, creative public service programming and integrity of the Centers in working 
out the requested record keeping revisions.
