Bowling Green,   Ohio. 

Dear Sir:- 

We  are  in   receipt  of a  communication   from the   Steinle 
Construction   Company  at   Fremont,   Ohio,   regarding  the  Elementary 
Training  School building,   copy  of which  we  are  herewith   enclosing 
which   speaks  for   itself. 

With  reference   to   the above  mentioned   communication, 
would   3tate,   tAat  while  we  would prefer  the  use   of   steel  beams 
in   this  construction   it' a  reasonable  delivery   could  be   obtained, 
we  would not   object  to   the use   of  reinforced   concrete   beam, 
which  would  be   subject  to   checking and approval   frOm this  office 
as  to   strength,   durability,   etc.      Such  beams properly   installed, 
wouia  be  in   our  opinion   equal   to  those   specified.     We will 
guarantee  proper   installation. 

We  are  also   enclosing copy  of  lists  of plumbing  fixtures 
j    submitted  by  the William H.   Conklin   Company  of   the  Standard  Man- 

ufacturing Company's   Catalogue.      As you  will   recall,   the bids   sub- 
mitted  by the   Stein le   Construction   Company mentioned  a  list   of 
fixtures he  would use   if his bid  was accepted,   and  we  are  unde^ 
the  impression   that   the   Standard  was   one  of  the  li sts named.   We 
are   checking  over  this  list  of  fixtures  and   comparing  them with 
the   ones which  were named  in   the   ipecifications.     We  will   prepare 
a pamphlet  giving photographs  and  description   of both   and   send 
them to  you   for your  consideration.      In   order   to   have  the  work 
proceed  along  these   lines with  these   cnanges,   we   consider   that  it 
will   oe necessary  for  the  Board,   in   accordance   with  the   specifica- 
tions,   to  approve.
